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Times of inclement weather or other emergencies may force the University to delay or 
cancel classes. Every effort is made to make this decision in a reasonable timeframe 
that will permit students to be notified prior to traveling to campus. Typically, a decision 
is made by 6 a.m. in the morning or by 3 p.m. for evening classes. 
 
IMPORTANT: If you attend Athens State classes at one of our University Centers, you 
should check to see if the host campus is open. If the host campus closes, no Athens 
State classes will be conducted. Students attending classes on Redstone Arsenal will 
always follow the schedule for the Athens State main campus. 
 
How will I be notified if Athens State is closed or delayed? 
 
First: check your university Webmail account. An email will be sent to all students, 
faculty and staff. 
 
Second: the closing or delay will be posted on the university's website. 
 
Third: information will be sent to the following television and radio stations:
